Race (Run) OR Climb (Run/Walk) 
Participants have the choice of either running the stairwell (competitive,
you will be timed) or to run/walk it (non-competitive, you will not be
timed). Two stairwells are used -- both courses are 69 flights and end at 
the 73rd floor Observatory. Water is available at designated sites in each
stairwell. Please check whether you will be racing or climbing in the
space provided on the entry form. Race results will be posted online at
www.bigclimb.org.

Entry Requirements   
Entry deadline is March 15, 2010. All entrants must be 8 years of age
or older to participate. No backpacks or baby carriers are allowed 
in stairwells. There will be a bag check area for personal items. The
Leukemia & Lymphoma Society reserves the right to prohibit participants
from taking other items into the stairwells (please call 206-628-0777 to speak 
with Wilma or Andi for further details). Family and friends must remain at the 
registration area located in the Atrium Level. 

Starting Times  
Starting times will be assigned beginning at 8:30 a.m. Approximately 100
participants are scheduled every 15 minutes for both the race and climb
stairwells. Starting times are assigned in the order that entry forms are
received. Starting times will be emailed to you in late February.

Late Entries & Day Of Event Entries
Registration fee is $60 after March 15, 2010 and dependent upon
space availability. Day of event registration will open at 12 p.m. if the event has
not sold out.
